Integrated Preschool Program

The Preschool Program is designed to provide an opportunity for children with disabilities to interact with typically developing children in a learning environment. In addition, it provides children living in the Kettering City School District with access to a high-quality pre-kindergarten program.

Student Selection

The typically developing children who participate in the program are selected using the following steps:

1)  Students enrolled the previous year and still age-appropriate are enrolled first.

2)  Openings are filled on a first-come, first-served basis, based on the date the completed registration packet and the first-quarter payment are received.

3)  To be eligible to enroll in the program, typically developing children must be potty trained.

4)  Siblings are required to submit individual applications, and enrollment is considered separately. Siblings will usually not be placed in the same classroom.

5)  Typically developing children who will be three-years-of-age by August 31 may enroll in the program for the coming school year. 

Location and Schedule

The first day of preschool for the 2010-2011 school year will be Monday, August 30th. 

The Preschool Program operates at four locations, including Greenmont, Indian Riffle, and Oakview elementary schools and at the D.L. Barnes Building. The program offers morning and afternoon sessions, Monday through Thursday, from 8:30-11 a.m. and from 12:15-2:45 p.m.
Program Operation

The Preschool Program is provided through the Kettering City School District. Each class is comprised of no more than 16 children, approximately half of whom are children with disabilities and half of whom are typically developing children. 

The classrooms are staffed with one certified preschool teacher and one or two teacher assistant(s), based on enrollment numbers and the needs of the children in the class.

The program is play based and is characterized by a language-rich environment and small class sizes. 

Program Fee

The fee for typical preschoolers is $250 per quarter, for a school-year total of $1,000. Fee waivers based on income are available for eligible families. The first quarter payment of $250 is due with submission of the completed registration packet.

Registration Information

Registrations are taken at any of the four school locations from which the program operates. When registering a child, the parent may request attendance at a particular school and every effort will be made to fulfill the request. However, on occasion it may be necessary to place a child at a school other than the one requested due to enrollment numbers.
